AZUCENA JOSE LICUP 1932-2015 

Our beloved aunt, Azucena Jose Licup, passed away peacefully on
Thanksgiving morning, about two weeks shy of her 83rd birthday. She was
born in Manila, Philippines to Nicanor and Adelaida Jose Licup. 

Azucena was one of eight children, the eldest daughter and second born. In
the Philippines, she worked for the Veterans Affairs Office, assisting veterans
in getting educational benefits. She loved cooking and was an excellent cook,
making Filipino foods such as morcon, embutido, and mechado. Her co-
workers would come over frequently to enjoy her cooking. She would cook all
night long in preparation for the annual Fiesta in January. 

She also enjoyed sewing dresses and even made a wedding gown. Then in
1973, Azucena and her sister, Edna Amadora, immigrated to the United
States. She worked at Diacon Inc before she suffered a stroke at the age of
54 and, sadly, never was able to be rehabilitated to her original state.
